You will need to complete a registration form once a year and sign the
children in each week (Sunday groups are held in the adjacent St
Matthew’s Church House and children are supervised at all times by
Sunday-group helpers).

At the start of our services, we will make announcements
regarding the children leaving for their groups. Please
listen for announcements and take your children to their
leaders, to be escorted to their groups. Children will always
be returned to you in time for Holy Communion.
